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Thesis:

The media doesn’t tell us truthful news; it portrays lies and opinions. It is detrimental to individuals to make their own decisions and to formulate their own opinions. As a direct result of the one sided information that is broadcasted and printed, people don’t have the correct information to do so.  
Claim #1 (claim to support thesis, evidence)

America seems closed minded but it’s not. It’s the media that is close-minded and not the actual American people. Americans do want to know more about the different cultures and people that make up those cultures. Appiah and Alvarez both write about people gaining a new appreciation for the people of other cultures, learning their ideas and traditions, and gaining a newfound respect for them.  

I = Introduce the first quotation
Appiah understands the significance of reaching out to other cultures to learn for a greater good and says that, “
Q1 = Give the quotation
“People are different, the cosmopolitan knows, and there is much to learn from our differences.” (Appiah 59) 
E = Explain it in your own words
Basically, he is saying that the people of world know there are other people and cultures that we should become familiar with and know the things that separate us.
T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection
Alvarez, like Appiah agrees that Americans should learn about other cultures and become familiar with what makes us different. Alvarez specifically talks about the cultural tradition of a quinceanera and how she believes that it should spread across American and be celebrated by all. 
Q2 = Give the second quote
“quinces are so special, the tradition should come out of its ethnic closet and become an American phenomenon.” (Alvarez 37)
C = Explain how the second quote connects to the first one in a sentence or two. (You need to explain the connection to prove it).
The quotes by both Alvarez and Appiah relate because each author takes a stand in implying or saying that there is a lot to learn from the things that separate us and that these differences can bring about positive changes and new traditions like the celebration of a quince by everyone.
Claim #2 (claim to support thesis, evidence)

All cultures have common urges such as settling and migrating, according to Appiah. Alvarez and Appiah point out that certain cultures may value one over the other, but that doesn’t make one culture more authentic than another. 

I = Introduce the first quotation
Appiah declares that,
Q1 = Give the quotation
“The urge to migrate is no less “natural” than the urge to settle.”
E = Explain it in your own words
This means that neither migrating nor settling is more legitimate over the other. 
T = Give a transition to the next quotation, providing a clue to connection
Certain cultures will choose one over the other. Alavarez illustrates that the Latino culture if very big on settling, 
Q2 = Give the second quote
“The quinceanera is like a rehearsal wedding without a groom, and it sends a clear message to the Latina girl: We expect you to get married, have children, devote yourself to your family.” (Alvarez 38)
C = Explain how the second quote connects to the first one in a sentence or two. (You need to explain the connection to prove it).
Alvarez and Appiah know that cultures will have preferences. Settling or migrating are the two that they remark on. Neither author is saying that one preference is better than another.
